Seat Track, Manual

The seat release handle is located at the front of the
seat. Pulling the seat release handie allows forward or
rearward movement of the seat assembly.

Manual seat iracks are retained to the floorpan by
studs with nut and washer assemblies at both rear
positions and at the front outboard position. A flange
head bolt is used on the front inboard position. Nuts
and bolts retaining the seat tracks are removed from
inside the vehicle. Seat trim replacement requires
removal and installation of seat components such as
seat fracks, assemblies and head restrainis as
outlined.

Seat, 6-Way Power

The optional 6-way power seat system uses a
screw-type drive for seat adjustment.

The 8-way power seat provides horizontal, vertical
and tilt adjustments. it consists of a reversible
armature motor, switch and housing assembly, vertical
screw and horizontal screw drives.,

The mechanical portion of the seat track in the
horizontal drive consists of a rack-and-pinion on each
track with a transmission on the inboard side. When
the switch is actuated, the front armature is energized
and the horizontal drive units are activated. The seat is
then moved forward or rearward by the pinion gears
traveling in a rack on each lower track section.

The motor and transmission are serviced only as an
assembly. :

The switch and housing assembly is serviced
separately.

The power seat circull is protected by a circuit
breaker mounted in the fuse panel.

Head Restraints

Each front seat is equipped with a dual post design,
2-way or 4-way head restraint. The 4-way head
restraint is capable of a 60 degree rotation from
normal position by grasping head restraint and pulling
forward on top surface. The guide sleeves are
retained in the seat back by self-contained, integrally
moulded ribs and contain a removable spring that
permits the positioning of the head restraint.

Recliner, Manual

With the seat back recliner system, the seat back s
reclined rearward for optimum occupant comfort. The
reclining seat back is adjusted by a release handie on
she outboard side of the seat cushion. To recline the
seat back, pull and lift the handle upward, push the
seat back to the desired position and release the
handle. Spring action will return the seat back toits
full-up position when the handle is lifted and occupant
back pressure is removed.

i the recliner assembly is removed for any reason, it
must be reinstalled as outlined. Tighten all retaining
screws as outlined.

If a recliner assembly or component is non-functional
or damaged, the entire recliner assembly must be
replaced. The recliner assembly is a modular design
and the individual components cannot be serviced or
replaced independently.

The seat backs on the second seat are split (60/40)
and operate independently of each other. To fold a
seat back to the cargo position, push down on the
button located on the top outboard corner of the seat
back and rotate seat back forward until seat back
locks in the cargo floor position.

Lumbar and Bolster Support

The lumbar and bolster support system consists of
two switches, a lumbar support {air bag), two bolster
support air bags, a pump and motor assembly, related
wiring harness and plastic tubing.

During the inflate mode, the compressor pumps air
through a hose to the lumbar or bolster switch check
valve where air is routed through a separate hose to
the lumbar or bolster support air bags located in the
seat back. The bolster support air bags actuate a
spring-loaded guide and slide mechanism which
articulate the bolsters inward when inflated. Except for
support bolster air bags and mechanical system, all
components are generally located at or under the seat
cushion frame.

The switch performs three functions:

® Activates motor which activates air pump.

@ Acts as a one-way check valve for air passage to
lumbar and bolster support bags. Once inflated, the
switch is returned to its normal mode and the check
valve closes. This maintains air pressure in the bag.

® When deflated the check valve opens to deflate the
lumbar or bolster bag. The spring-loaded bolster
mechanism then returns to its retracted position. In
this mode, the pump does not operate.

CAUTION: The longer nipple on the switch
(located at the center of the switch body) should
always be connected to the hose leading to the
lumbar support. The shorter nipple on the switch
body connects to the air pump outlet. If this order
is reversed, the lumbar bag will not hold air
pressure.
