SIDE-TO-SIDE NOMINAL

THE NOMINAL VALUE IS THE
PREFERRED VALUE

SIDE-TO-SIDE MEANS THE VALUE OF THE LEFT
SIDE MINUS THE VALUE OF THE RIGHT SIDE
EXAMPLE: TOLERANCE
LEFT CAMBER = + 3/4 DEGREES
RIGHT CAMBER = + 1/4 DEGREES
